Certainly, You know what we conceal
and what we reveal. nothing on the earth or In the
heaven is hidden from Allah. [Surah lbrahim, 14:38]



Allah Almighty

* The Holy Quran says:
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« 3. He is the first (Nothing is before Him) and the Last
(Nothing is after him), the Most High (Nothing is above
Him) and the Most near (Nothing is nearer than Him).
and He is the All-Knower of Every thing. [Surah Hadid,
S57:3]



Shirk - Polytheism

* To involve anyone or something in the essential
and fundamental nature of Allah or in His
attributes is called Shirk.

* This is the greatest of all crimes.

 The one who commits Shirk is called Mushrik
(Polytheist) and he will not be forgiven by Allah
Almighty on the day of judgement unless the
person repents and accepts Islam in this world.



Who was before Allah?

Q. If God is One, who was before God?
* A. There is nothing before One.
